two daughters—Cynthia Hartman and Cheryl Osler; and five
grandchildren. His wite and both daughters are graduate nurses.

Chuck carved a likeness of Orville Wright, and constructed a
miniature model of the Wright B Flyer, and a duplicate of the
propeller used in the first powered flight. The first pilot’s license
issued to Orville Wright was presented to the Club by Chuck.
He programmed the Club’s computers to maintain a continu-
ous activity and membership record, and to print out the

monthly Dayton Engineer, of which he was the editor from July
1989 to April 1991. Chuck and Tom Sheetz were instrumental
in establishing the Barn Gang as a vital organization within the
Club.

Chuck was a glant of a man. It was a privilege to know him.
He will always be remembered, not only for his accomplish-
ments, but also for his wry wit, his mesmenizing story telling,
and his southern charm. Knowing Chuck, he’s probably giving
the angels advanced flight training now.
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
